We will find out about the plants we eat. We will learn how to spot a fruit from a vegetable, which parts grow above and below the ground, and will find out the names of a range fruit and vegetables, before tasting these and creating recipes for our own smoothie designs. As we create our taste sensations, we will also practise food preparation skills such as cutting, juicing and blending.
Maths:
Measurement- mass and volume, money and time.
Multiplication and division.
Geometry- position and direction.
Fractions

· RE: In RE we will be learning about the lessons that Jesus taught us through his stories and the Good News that Jesus brings and remembering to apply our Christian values of thankfulness and responsibility.








Art:
Year 1 will explore colour mixing. We will learn about primary and secondary colours as well as learning about patterns. Our skills will culminate in the creation of a wonderful plate, painted in the style of Clarice Cliff.
Computing:
·  We will be learning how to use programming to achieve tasks and how to debug. Using blue prints we will be learning how to manipulate 3D designsand continuing to learn the importance of Esafety through activities and stories.




PSHE: Year 1 will be getting Heartsmart by learning that being yourself is the best that you can be and knowing who we can talk to when we are feeling angry or sad. We will be recognising the potential in all of us by learning the power of resilience and the importance of aiming high, respecting others and making the right choices in life.






PE:
In PE we will be learning ball skills using feet rather than hands. We will also draw on all our core skills to practise for our sports day events.

English:
Through quality texts the children will practice saying a sentence orally, writing using plausible graphemes for spelling, demarcating sentences using capital letters and full stops and forming upper and lower case letters with accuracy. This term we will also use two versions of a traditional tale to explore skills such as adding a prefix or suffix, writing exclamation sentences and using conjunctions to create compound sentences. We will explore story structure and we will have the opportunity to create our own creative versions of well known stories.





History:
In History we will be learning how Explorers have changed the world by finding out about ancient Explorers such as Christopher Columbus  and modern day explorers such as Dame Ellen MacArthur and the impact their discoveries have made. 



	Geography:
What is it like to live in Shanghai?
· In Geography, we will be exploring what it is like to live in Shanghai, we will be locating which continent Shanghai is located in and will be learning how to compare and contrast Shanghai with where we live by identifying physical and human features.









Science:
In Science lessons we will be learning about plants and trees. We will be taking out learning outside to explore local plants that grow in our gardens. We will also learn about the basic parts of a plant and their functions as well as learning how to identify deciduous and evergreen trees.



Music:
In Music this term, we will be identifying and describing pitch in Y1. We will explore the sounds created by a variety of different instruments and voices, describing their pitch and timbre. Through simple listening games we'll identify simple pitch patterns. We will also use a variety of tuned and untuned percussion instruments to compose simple sound effects to accompany sections of a story representing our compositions using creative graphic notation tools such as pipe cleaners and coloured cubes. 
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
