Attendance

As you know there has been a change in how attendance is monitored and there is no longer a register code
for holidays during term time. Unauthorised absences are now cumulative and 10 sessions, which equates to
5 full days across the school year leads automatically leads to a penalty notice referral. This includes any late
arrivals, so please ensure your child arrives on time.

The Department for Education has made these changes not to encourage parents to search for loopholes to
avoid the system, but to ensure that children receive the best possible experience of school. The rationale
behind this is simple: if children are not in school, they cannot learn. Missing out on lessons, even for a short
time, can have a lasting impact on a child's education and we all understand the consequences of this. It’s
vital that children attend school regularly to fully benefit from their learning.

When children return from absence, they must catch up on the lessons they missed. This often means that
teachers need to spend additional time supporting those children, which can take away from their ability to
focus on the rest of the class. Of course, we recognise that illness absences are unavoidable, and fortunately,
longer-term illness absences are rare, so we’re not referring to those.

| understand that specialist appointments, such as those with paediatricians, must be taken when allocated.
However, | would like to remind parents that dentist and medical appointments can usually be scheduled
outside of school hours or during school holidays—something many of our staff arrange for their own
children. Planning these appointments in advance can help avoid unnecessary disruptions to your child's
learning.

Uniform

e Long hair must be tied back at all times. This is particularly important as we have had an increase in
head lice cases during the first half term. Keeping hair tied back helps to reduce the risk of spreading
them.

e Shoes should be plain black. Trainers are only permitted on PE days.

e No jewellery is allowed, except for one small pair of stud earrings. Please do not put your child in the
position where we have to remind them of this rule.

e Make-up/nail varnish is not permitted in school.

e Please ensure all clothing is clearly labelled with your child’s name. We’ve already seen a significant
amount of lost property this term.
